A Typical Day at Preschool 
All learning activities provide your child with the 
opportunity to make friends, learn how to share, 
develop language skills, and how to follow directions. 

Circle Time A variety of teacher-directed  

activities that allow children to express themselves 
through song, stories, and sharing.  

Activity Stations Children are empowered 

to explore activities that develop their own natural 
curiosity at various subject stations (i.e. blocks, math). 

Art Children develop hand-eye coordination and 
fine muscles that benefit their writing ability. They 
also enjoy expressing themselves through a wide 
variety of artistic activities such as seasonal crafts.  

Large Motor Children build their muscles as 

they develop balance, coordination, and physical 
confidence while playing both indoors & outdoors.
